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Turisticko-planinarski zemljovidi Hrvatske gorske sluzbe spasavanja

U duhu plodne suradnje s Hrvatskim kartografskim drustvom i
Geodetskim fakultetom Sveucilista u Zagrebu, a povodom obiljeZzavanja
2015. godine kao Medunarodne godine karata (International Map Year
- IMY), koju je proglasilo Medunarodno kartografsko drustvo
(International Cartographic Association — ICA), Hrvatska gorska sluzba
spasavanja predstavlja svoju kartografsku djelatnost i izlaze dio svoje
kartografske naklade.

IzloZeni dio naklade obuhvaca deset turisticko-planinarskih zemljovida
izabranih unutar ukupne naklade na osnovi nekoliko kriterija: raznolikosti
geografskog polozaja, kulturno-planinarske vrijednosti prikazanog
podrug¢ja te redoslijeda nastanka.

Prvijenac - zemljovid Mosora (u nakladi HPD “Mosor”, 2005.), inicirao
je postojecu planinarsku kartografsku djelatnost HGSS-a u ¢ijoj je nakladi
tijekom deset godina publicirano jos 25 turisti¢ko-planinarskih
zemljovida. Svrha kartografske djelatnosti HGSS-a je preventivna,
promidzbena i edukativna, a svrha ove izloZbe je upoznavanje stru¢ne
javnosti te najsireg kruga korisnika s geografskim kartama koje su u
nacionalnim i internacionalnim stru¢nim krugovima pozitivno ocijenjene.
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Following their fruitful collaboration with the Croatian Cartographic
Society and the Faculty of Geodesy of the University of Zagreb, and in
celebrating the year 2015, proclaimed by the International Cartographic
Association (ICA) as the International Map Year (IMY), the Croatian
Mountain Rescue Service (CMRS) is on the exhibition premises of the
Faculty of Geodesy presenting its cartographic activities and some of
its cartographic editions.

Ten tourist and mountaineering maps published by CMRS are exhibited.
They were selected according to several criteria: geographic location
diversity, cultural and mountaineering values of the areas presented,
and the publishing chronology.

The firstling - the Mount Mosor map (published by the Mosor
Mountaineering Society of Split in 2005), initiated the CMRS's current
mountaineering map publishing activities where, over the past 10 years,
25 more tourist and mountaineering maps have been published. The
purpose of the CMRS's cartographic activities is prevention, promotion
and education, and this exhibition is to present to the professional
public and the widest users circle alike the maps that have been
approved in the national and international professional circles.
